B. Abstract/ Keywords 

 
 Abstract is a short summary of your entire paper that  

    others can use as an overview.  

 

 

 

 To write an abstract, it is first necessary to finish the paper and 

then type a summary that identifies the purpose, problem, 

methods, results, and conclusion of your work.  

 While writing a paper go for descriptive abstracts and explain the 

purpose, goal and methods of your research but leave out the 

results section.  

 

 Keywords are important words/phrases found in your research 

which captures the essence of paper.

 Scope 

 Context 

 Significance 

 Background information 

 Purpose of work 

 Hypothesis 

 Brief methodological approach 

 Highlighting the potential outcome  

 Outlining the remaining structure and organization of paper 

 



D. Methodology 

The methodology section of a research paper answers two main 

questions:  

 How was the data collected or generated?  

 How was it analyzed? 

 

 

 

 



Steps to follow 

 Introduce the overall methodological approach for investigating your 

research problem. 

 Indicate how the approach fits the overall research design. 

 Describe the specific methods of data collection you are going to use, 

such as, surveys, interviews, questionnaires, observation, archival 

research(permission from the institution). 

 Explain how you intend to analyze your results.  

 Provide background and a rationale for methodologies that are unfamiliar 

for your readers. 

 Provide a justification for subject selection and sampling procedure.  

 Describe potential limitations. 



E.  Results /Findings 

 The results section should state the findings of the research 

arranged in a logical sequence without bias or interpretation. 

 Present a summary of the results followed by an explanation of 

key findings. 

 Present a result and then explain it, before presenting the next 

result then explaining it, and so on, then end with an overall 

summary.  

 



Importance of good                   section 

 When formulating the results section, it's important to remember 

that the results of a study do not prove anything 

 Inclusion of non-textual elements, such as, figures, charts, 

photos, maps, tables, etc. to further illustrate key findings 

 The page length of your results section is guided by the amount 

and types of data to be reported 

 Avoid providing data that is not critical to answering the 

research question
